Features

This is a five-bay, two-storey, gabled house, facing west, with end
chimneystacks. The walls are pebble-dashed, and there are relieved
surrounds to windows and door.  The door is plain, and the
windows are now top-opening uPVC. There is a small porch and
door at the southern end, and at the rear a partial two-storey return,
At the rear of the northern end the main roof is continued
downwards to one-storey level. There is internal evidence that the
house had a third storey, which may have been added in earlier times,
and later removed. The upper rooms are eleven feet in height, and
the lower seven feet. Also the house was thatched. Between the
house and the road is a lawn bounded by herringbone stone walls,
with tall macracarpa trees and a monkey-puzzle.

History b

There is a date on the front wall “JK 1792”, or possibly 1797. Itisa
question whether the K represents Kirwan or Kidd. The Kidd
family appear to have owned an old corn mill on the property, now
gone. But the father of the present owner bought the house and
land in the 1920s from the Kirwan family. The present owner is
Eddie Doran.

Features

This is a two-storey, three-bay house, facing south-west, with tall four-
pane sash windows, and three small high dormers in the roof, which
is gabled with end chimneys. Two steps address a narrow door with a
simple fanlight. The single roof has a wide span, and the back of the
house is also interesting, being three-bay with centre upper window
round-topped under a small gable. There is one small dormer high
up. The walls are rendered, and have corner quoins. A one-storey
hip-roofed one-time dairy extends to the road on the south-east. The
entrance is through a small garden.

History

It is reported that a Sheridan bride came to dwell in a new house in
1860 or 1870, and it remained in Sheridan or Tomkin hands until
purchased by the McKays in about 1981.  The original house

restored more as less as it had been except for the insertion of dormers
in the roof. The old dairy was converted into a kitchen. The land
attaching to it was sold off for forestry.

Features

The house stands back a little from the road, with a short avenue,
entered by way of elegant white gates, and dividing around a chestnut
tree. It is three bay, two storey, gabled, with end chimneys. The
walls are dashed, whitewashed. The upper windows are wide, uPVC,
top opening.  The lower window to the right of the door is small,
and may indicate the size of the original windows. The door is simple.
History

This house is probably mid to late 19" century. It was, at one time, a
mill owner's house beside a corn mill. It was lived in by the Byrnes,
parents of the owner of Kingsland House (q.v.). The present
occupier, David Sutton, is a tenant.





Local folklore has it that the house and farm known as the mill was the homeplace and their they had three sons, the farm at that time is said to have about 800 acres which in irish terms would be very big considering most people would have been living on about 10/20 acres it is believed the farm was at some stage split into three parts one being the mill,another being where Thomas 100th lived and the other being where people by the name Mckays live, Also if you look up the Failte Ireland website and go for loop walks look for Askamore,Sliveboyor Ballybeg loop walks where these walks are now set up would have been a lot of the Kidd lands not all but most of them,there is on part of the walk a place called Kidds gate,it also apears that the house where Thomas 100th lived was a three story house again which would been rare here at that time
